The Municipality agrees:

1.
to hire the contractor and his snow removal equipment, described below, to remove snow only from the municipality’s roads at the following locations:

to maintain a liability insurance policy to provide coverage to the contractor while he is operating his equipment on the municipality roads.

to insure the contractor under The Workers’ Compensation Act, while he is operating his equipment on the municipality roads.

and the equipment used to remove snow is owned by a resident of the municipality and the equipment complies with the requirements of The Vehicle Equipment Regulations, 1987, The Occupational Health and Safety Regulations, 2020, and other laws of Saskatchewan; the snow blowing equipment shall be equipped with amber and blue beacons, working head and tail lights, and other lighting as appropriate, slow moving signage, seat belts, window wiper blades in working order, and, where required, rollover protective device. 

2.
he shall first obtain approval from the Reeve or a Councillor of the municipality for snow ploughing prior to removing snow from any road in the municipality, and he shall carry a phone, radio or other electronic communication device, in working condition, while blowing snow.

3.
to keep his snow removal equipment in a good and safe state of repair and working condition and he shall operate it in a safe manner (passengers must wear seat belts).  

4.
he is licensed to operate a vehicle and/or snow ploughing equipment on a road and he shall operate his snow removal equipment in a safe and proper manner in accordance with Saskatchewan laws, and will not remove snow during periods of low visibility.

5.
he shall operate his equipment in a manner which will not damage a road and he will take precautions to minimize the amount of gravel removed from the road by his snow removal equipment.

6.
that when he removes snow from a private road or a farm lane the terms of this agreement do not apply and he will only charge the ratepayer who benefits from the work.

7.
he shall insure his operations with liability insurance and his equipment for damage caused by fire, collision or other causes.

8.
he shall plough snow on the roadway crossing the uncontrolled railway (railway not on a road allowance) crossings only when a representative of the railway is present Otherwise, snow is to be removed in the railway right-of-way by a hand snow-blower or shovel; he may remove snow over a railway which is located on a municipal road right-of-way.

9.
he is familiar with the roads on which he removes snow including the location of steep ditches, intersections, railway tracks or other hazards that may be present.

10.
to supply the names of all alternate operators of the equipment:
